For the past 15 years our business Hurunui Natives has
been undertaking native planting & protection projects including riparian, filtration, wetland & native bush. We
also do poplar/willow erosion control plantings for a number of hill country farmers.

The key to achieving positive environmental outcomes is the buy in of landowners. The over reliance on
regulation in our area of Canterbury has been disastrous. There is a widespread loss of trust in the Regional
Council [ECan] & dryland farmers united against the heavy handed approach that included the use of
grandparenting. The mandatory approach to collectives & farm plans does not work for dryland farmers. This
has turned what is a very useful tool [farm plans] into more of a compliance tick box for many farmers &

Plans such as Healthy Rivers have failed to recognize
the past efforts of landowners & develop a planning
framework that builds on this goodwill. Many
landowners in our area still have Catchment Board
plans from the 1970's. This voluntary approach was
hugely successful in achieving results on the ground &
at a fraction of the cost of the regulatory approach. We
can still see this approach working successfully in
Taranaki & Greater Welllington. The QEII Trust
covenanting system is another example of how well the
voluntary approach works.

If you don't have the buy in of landowners your plans
will fail. A partnership approach with landowners is
critical. It is not the rules or farm plans that deliver
environmental outcomes it is the actions & inactions of
landowners. You must think of the future & how areas
like waterways, riparian margins, wetlands etc are
managed. Landowners that are encouraged &
motivated are more likely to look after areas properly
thus ensuring their future sustainability.

Replace all regulation on dryland farmers with a
Catchment Board type approach. Integral to this is a
team of trusted advisors that works in partnership with
landowners. Farm plans are voluntary & tailor made to
suit each individuals circumstances. Farms plans are
used as a conversation starter to deliver actions rather
than a compliance tool that is audited.

Implement the Catchment Board model for the dairy
industry if they support that approach.
