Up-cycling in the Garden

You don’t need money in order to start a garden at home. Lots of the tools and materials that
you need can be made from things that you find around your house - things that you might
think of as rubbish and throw away.

What tools and materials do you think you will need to start a small garden?

e Make a list of tools and materials that you will need to
start a garden. Here are some ideas - plant pots, soil,
seeds, watering can...

e Explore your house to see what you already have that
you can use to start your own vege garden.

than thrown away.
